Course Description
A studio course designed to emphasize Advanced Basic Design & Graphics principles and elements of design as applied to two and three-dimensional forms. The practical experiences that students gain in this course will help them gain a more solid understanding of the fundamentals and principles of design.  As an intermediate course, the main aim is to prepare the student for architectural design, by developing the skill for interrelating basic design principles and architectural design. A series of studio exercises will help developing skills in architectural problem solving, conceptualizing architectural space, and determination and communication of architectural form. Simple activity and site analysis, plan and spatial organization, structural clarity, formal composition, and environmental context are considered.

The course is organized through four main assignments emphasizing particularly on developing concepts for structural systems, modular space, outdoor activities combined with a small scale public space. During lectures, students continue working on the given assignments and each student has to bring forward a proposal about the given assignment at the end of studio hours, which means that they have to be in the studio during lecture hours and the works they produced will be discussed on a daily basis. At the end of the period of study for each assignment, there will be jury sessions for evaluation of the projects.

Aims

The main aim is to encourage students to research and record their own design approach and progress within a personal sketchbook.  This should contain their ideas from the initial outset to the finalization stage in order to gain insight into their sensitivities and to communicate with them through their design processes. Emphasis will be placed on the process of their learning experience rather than the end product.

Assignments will focus on:

· Concept development
· Relationship between the human form and its environment 

· Understanding and conceptualizing architectural space

· Analysis of structural, functional, and environmental factors
· Developing architectural representation skills
