Course Description
Representation, as both a communicative device and conceptual tool, is integral to all areas of architectural design process. As well as acting as a mediator between the concept and the built, it constitutes an abstract symbol through which architects express their design preferences.
The second stage of the graphic communication course starts with refreshing the knowledge and skills obtained during the previous level by focusing on the plan, section, elevation drawings and model making during the first few weeks. It continues with developing basic orthographic 3D representation techniques by practicing methods of plan oblique, elevation oblique, and axonometry. Towards the final stages of the course the emphasis is on linear perspective by studying one point and two point perspective techniques. Students will work in tutorial groups throughout the semester and emphasis is on participation and involvement. Submission of weekly assignments on expected dates is essential.
