The course will concentrate on drawing in three dimensions using computers and AutoCAD drawing programs. Commands related to giving thickness, elevation, 3-D face and changing viewpoints with hide and shade facilities will be covered. Students will be introduced to the World Coordinates System and User Coordinate System as well as tabulated, ruled, edge-defined surfaces, and surfaces of rotation. They will learn how to edit 3-dimensional drawing, and the use of paper space and view ports. Rendering concepts will be covered, and the creation of one-point and two-point perspectives. Practice will be provided in saving and re showing saved images.
